I’ve never seen him live, but I get the idea from Barnaby’s bass lines that he never plays one quite the same way twice.  That’s good news for us who would emulate his style; it means that once we’re in the key and learn a few of his recorded licks, we can play the song morphing his technique to our style.  The following bass tab’s are not note for not through the entire songs, but I’ve picked out the basic lines from each part of the songs.  Once you’ve picked them out yourself, listen along with the CD’s and you can get an idea where he places different runs and improv’s.
